This affordable degree track is a 2+2 program designed for students to complete the first
two years at an extension site. After the initial two years, students will transition to
finishing their Education degree at Bethel University. The goal of the AA is to foster
students’ ability to think deeply, give them appropriate exposure to a K-12 classroom, and
prepare them to finish their bachelor’s degree in education. The degree is especially well-
poised to appeal to students who have an interest in education, while allowing them
experiences to determine their area of specialty within the field of education.
